 Of particular note was:
 
· BRS 2024-25 cohort included a higher than average number of pupils with SEN.
· Reading remains a real strength for the school, with a three year average of 81% of children meeting or exceeding the expected standard compared to national figures at 75%.
· Reading at greater depth standard remains a strength of the school, where 46% of pupils exceeded expected standard this year, compared to national figure 33%.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Average three year attainment in writing is a strength with 77% of children meeting or exceeding the expected standards, compared to 72% nationally.
· Maths at greater depth standard remains a strength of the school, where 33% of pupils exceeded expected standard this year, compared to national figure 23%
